The first steps to umpiring course was led by Jen Barton from Hockey 

Wales with support from Carmarthenshire County Council’s sports 

development team.

County hockey development officer Rae Ellis said the workshop was 

specifically designed for their junior hockey players. 

She said: “It means that when these junior clubs meet as they do once 

monthly in the Carmarthenshire Hockey development Centre they will 

take ownership of umpiring matches played within the league.” 

In the monthly league both the Under 13’s and Under 15’s are catered 

for.
