FUNDING

The Sports Development Unit provides advice to organisations and individuals on the type of funding
available through Carmarthenshire County Council and Sports Council Wales funding schemes.

*£47066 was awarded to 65 clubs / organisations from the Sport Wales Community Chest Grant to
develop sporting and physical activity programmes.

The Carmarthenshire Netball Development Centre
was one of 3 projects recognised nationally as
good practice by Sport Wales at the Active Young
People Conference.

...31 clubs in Carmarthenshire have been

The football development officer for the county
has worked closely with all clubs to improve and
develop each club’s structure and programme.
31 out of 34 clubs have gained accreditation,
with 2 clubs achieving silver status, 2 of only

11 in Wales. As a result of this, 358 individuals
have attended football coaching awards
ensuring the delivery of coaching within
community clubs is of a high quality.

supported and funded by Sport Wales through the Local Authority

the scheme.

The scheme, launched in September 2009 encourages students and staff
from Coleg Sir Gar to take part in sport and physical activity for 30 minutes 5
times a week. The 5x30 scheme is supported by the Sports Development
Unit and part funded by Sport Wales through the Local Authority Partnership
Agreement. Initially the scheme was launched in the Graig Campus, Llanelli,
however following the huge success, activities now take place in all 5
campuses throughout the county.
